Afternoon: Ho Chi Minh City has more to offer than meets the eye. Step off the beaten track a 
little and take a stroll to the oldest quarter of the city (car at your disposal if you should need it). 
Start by visiting the peculiar Dan Sinh Market, the only market where you can still find 
military cast-offs from the Vietnam War, and if you look hard enough, relics from the French 
Indochina era. Follow a typical street to reach the Beaux-Arts Museum, a superb neo-colonial 
building home to various modern arts. Amateurs might want to explore the art galleries 
surrounding the museum which are of some interest. A well-kept secret is the Antiques Street 
(Le Cong Kieu), where genuine antiques are mixed in with genuine fakes: Aladdin oil lamps, 
carved wooden chests, Marelli copper fans, opium pipes, abacuses, etc. A visit in Saigon 
would not be complete without a taste of Ho Chi Minh City’s best ice cream - Fanny’s, a 
quaint little parlor with a French atmosphere and wonderful ice cream - before exploring on 
foot the trendy boutiques on Ton That Thiep Street.

VIENAM VISA PROCEDURES: 

Visas are required for all nationalities. If visas are to be obtained via local tour operator with the 
following personal data must be supplied to us at least 2 (two) weeks before travel to Vietnam: 
- Full name as per passport (with sex) 
- Passport number with date of issue and expiry 
- Date and place of birth 
- Occupation and nationality 
- Registered address 
Visas are usually issued by the Vietnamese Embassy in Bangkok or in the passengers’ home country 
(against the visa’s approval number), which require the original passport and 2 photos  
for (two) full working days in order to issue a visa stamp. The Vietnamese visa stamped fee in 
Bangkok is US$ 50.-per person. 
Clients also can obtain visa upon arrival at Hanoi/Ho Chi Minh/Danang airport. However, we still 
need clients’ personal data as per above mentioned for applying visa approval at least 2 weeks before 
the departure date (clients have to take our package tour). When visa is approved, we will send you the 
visa approval in order to enable clients to show to the airline for check-in at the airport. Clients also 
have to bring the visa approval together with 1 photo each and pay US$ 25.00 nett per person for visa 
fee directly on spot. We also have to charge for the visa approval (visa arrangement) at US$ 25.00 nett 
per person.
